Angel requests prayer for El Salvador because of the gangs that have injured and killed so
many people this last year. Pray for the Lord to bring peace and tranquility to the country and that these
gang members can be reached with the Gospel of Christ.

DES MOINES, IOWA: Our unnamed missionaries mentioned last week are facing several challenges and
need our prayers. The missionary husband’s father is in ICU with a ventilator, the missionary wife's father
was rushed to the hospital recently with an appendicitis. Also this couple is adopting two children and
there have been constant delays. Please pray for their fathers and for the Lord to grant them the full
adoption of these two children.

TRINIDAD: Mike Lumbard, Director of the School of Global Leadership shares, “Sai Baba was a Hindu
guru who performed miracles and was viewed as a god by many of his millions of followers worldwide. A
lady in one of our Trinidad Open Bible churches had a Sai Baba follower as a relative who had rejected
all discussion about Jesus. After the guru’s death, things changed. Over the Christmas holidays they
came to church and accepted Jesus.”

They request our
prayers because this area is known for practicing witchcraft and the abuse of children.
