The 2008 ministry results in Open Bible around the world were announced: 19,775
decisions for Christ, 9,645 people baptized in water, and 4,840 people received the Holy
Spirit.

A GOU team of eight people, led by Rob Leitheiser, then GOU director, and Megan, his
wife, ministered for two-weeks in Uganda, encouraging and blessing all they met.

Field Director Marta Morales and the church in Moca, Puerto Rico, were expecting 30
children at a kids’ crusade, but about 80 children came. The church was able to minister
to all the children and their families.

Missionary Tammy Swailes reports that the leader of a church denomination in Russia
was been trained as an INSTE facilitator and groups soon will start.

The Open Bible church in Quezon City, the Philippines, under the director of Pastor
Raphael Quifiones has begun an outreach on the island of Mindoro.
